Carbon Monoxide

Generator exhaust contains high levels of carbon monoxide (CO), a poisonous
gas you cannot see or smell. If you can smell the generator exhaust, you are
breathing CO. But even If you cannot smell

the exhaust, you could be breathing CO.

- NEVER use a generator inside homes, garages, crawlspaces, or other partly
enclosed areas. Deadly levels of carbon monoxide can build up in these areas.
Using a fan or opening windows and doors does NOT supply enough fresh air.

- ONLY use a generator outdoors and far away from open windows, doors, and
vents. These openings can pull in generator exhaust.

Even when you use a generator correctly, CO may leak into the home. ALWAYS
use a battery-powered or battery-backup CO alarm in the home.

If you start to feel sick, dizzy, or weak after the generator has been running,
move to fresh air RIGHT AWAY. See a doctor. You could have carbon monox-
ide poisoning.

3, Ifthe generator is installed indoors, exhaust fumes must be piped out of the building using leak-free, heat-resistant
piping. Plpes and silencer should not be made of any flammable materials, nor should they be installed near any
flammable materals. Generator exhaust fumes must be within legal limits, including all local codes and ordinances,

4. i the genarator is installed outdoors, i must be weatherproofed and should be soundprooled. |1 should mot be run
putdoors without protection to the Generator and wiring conduit.

5. Never |ift the Generator using the engine or altermator lifting lugs. Connect lifting eguipment 1o the Frame of the
Generator. Bafore lifting the Ganaratar, answre tha lift rigging and supporting structure are in good condilian, and are
rated to lift such a load,

STARTING THE ENGINE

1.Turn the Engine Switch to the RUN position.
The engine switch enables and disables the
nition system.
TOP: To stop the engine.
RUM: To run the engine.

2. The fuel valve is located between the fuel
tank and carburetor. When the valve lever FUEL VALVE
is in the ON position, fuel is allowed to flow _ T LEVER
from the fuel tank to the carburetor. Be sure . P Loy - OFF
to return the fuel valve lever to the OFF after f fod
stopping the engine. o

3.To start a cold engine, move the choke lever b
to the CLOSED position. To restart a warm .
engine, leave the choke lever in the OPEN
position,

The choke lever opens and closes the
choke valve in the carburetor.

The CLOSED pesition enriches the fuel
mixture for starting a cold engine.

The OPEM position provides the cormect

fuel mixture for operation after starting,
and for restarting a warm engine.

4.Operate the RECOIL STARTER:

Pull the starter grip lightly until you feel
resistance, then pull briskly. Return the
starter grip gently.

Pulling the starter grip operales the recoil s
starter to crank the engine. gt 115

5. If the choke lever has been moved to the
CLOSED position to start the engine,
gradually move it to the OPEN position as
the engine warms up.

STOPPING THE ENGINE

1. Remove any load from receptacle and turn off
circuit breaker.

2.Turn the engine switch to STOP position.

3. Tumn the fuel valve lever to the OFF
position.

When the engine is not in use, leave the
fuel valve lever in the OFF position to
prevent carburetor flooding and to reduce
the possibility of fuel leakage.
